AGREEMENT

 SECURITY SERVICES
This contract for Services (this “Contract”) is made effective as of the first date of services rendered by and between Oklahoma Investigative Group, Inc. & TriCorps Security of P.O. Box 32316 Oklahoma City, Oklahoma 71323 and Independent Security Officer/Contractor. In this contract, the party who is contracting to receive services will be referred to as “OIG”, and the party who will be providing the services will be referred to as “SSO” (Subcontracted Security Officer).

1.   DESCRIPTION OF SERVICES.  Beginning on contracted date of first day of services rendered SSO will provide to OIG the services described in the client specific Post Orders.  
2.  PAYMENT FOR SERVICES.  In exchange for services, OIG will pay each individually contracted SSO for shifts worked on a bi-monthly schedule.  Rates of pay are set per contract with our client and will not change.  

3.  PERFORMANCE.  All SSO’s providing service for OIG and their clients will maintain professional standards at all times.  Appropriate dress and punctuality are expected.  SSO’s provide security services unsupervised and for multiple clients, and are responsible for their own equipment, initial and ongoing training and professional licensure. 

4.  TOOLS/EQUIPMENT.  All SSO’s are responsible for furnishing their own work tools, equipment, and weapons.
5.  OVERTIME.  SSO’S are at liberty to work as many (up to 40hrs/week)  or as few hours as they choose.  SSO’s are not eligible for overtime.

6.  TERM.  OIG and SSO’s are entitled to terminate this contract at will.  This contract shall remain in effect until OIG or SSO elect to terminate the General Contractor/ Subcontractor relationship.

7.  RELATIONSHIP OF PARTIES.  It is understood by the parties that all SSO’s are independent contractors with respect to OIG, and not employees of OIG.  OIG will not provide any fringe benefits including health insurance benefits, paid vacation, or any other employee benefit.
8.  CONFIDENTIALITY.  SSO’s will not at any time or in any manner, either directly or indirectly use for their personal benefit, divulge, disclose or communicate in any manner any information that is proprietary to OIG.  SSO’s shall protect such information and treat it as strictly confidential.  This provision will continue to be effective after the termination of this contract.   Upon termination of this contract, SSO’s will return to OIG all records, notes, documentation and other items (other than offense and arrest reports) that were used, created, or controlled by OIG during this contract.

9.  CONDUCT AND APPEARANCE.  SSO’s and any of their representatives must conduct themselves in a professional manner at all times while representing OIG.  Appearances by SSO’s shall meet the guidelines set forth by the client of OIG where the security service is being performed.
